The on-site refrigerated warehouse at 3106 Golden Gate Road is a rare, purpose-built asset
within Napa Valley’s agricultural corridor. For many local growers and producers, comparable
cold storage requires transport outside the region—making this facility uniquely convenient.

Located in Carneros, the £5,200 sq. ft. warehouse has served wineries, growers, and agricultural
businesses for over 30 years. Designed for working operations, it accommodates rootstock,
seasonal crops, flowers, and specialty products in a secure, temperature-controlled environment.

Flexible, month-to-month leasing is available with a range of private storage configurations—
from 3’ x 3" x 4’ lockers to 10’ x 15’ rooms, with additional capacity options as needed.
